LOGISTICS 

Foreign Exchange and Credit Cards: The official currency of Turkey is Turkish Lira (TRY). All 

payments on the territory of Turkey must be done in TRY. The local banks and exchange offices in 

Ankara provide foreign currency exchange service. But it will be hard to  exchange money during the 

meeting hours due to the meeting schedule. Hence, we strongly advise you to use foreign exchange 

facilities of the airport. It is also possible to use the ATMs located in banks, hotels, large shopping 

centers. The current exchange rates are approximately around:

Major credit cards, such as Visa and MasterCard are accepted at hotels, restaurants, shops, etc. However, 

some restaurants and small shops accept cash payments only so it’s recommended to have some cash in 

Turkish Liras with you. 

 

Average 

temperature is around 19 degrees Celsius with maximum / minimum temperatures can be seen around 30 

and 14 degrees Celsius, respectively.

Electricity: Turkey operates on 220 volts, 50 Hz, with round-prong 

European-style plugs that fit into recessed wall sockets /points.
