PARIS21 has developed a Country Advocacy Toolkit that helps the directors of
National Statistical Offices — and all statisticians in the NSS — to make a

stronger case of the production and use of statistics.
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National Strategies for the Development of Statistics offer

A way to bring together different decision makers to
have a coherent conversation about statistical priorities,

Focussing on the next 4 or 5 years,

To facilitate the production of better statistics and
better statistical analysis,

To identify — and respond to — the priorities of national
decision makers (including those from civil society and
elsewhere) and international stakeholders.

Today, 74 of the 79 countries eligible for IDA have adopted
an NSDS process, as have 35 of the 39 LMICs.
